“CWICE: Issues and Trends” – a webinar series for OACAS members 

The CWICE Provincial Roundtable Series - launched in November 2019 with the first event

focused on Unaccompanied and Separated Children.

Held the first CWICE National Dialogue in January 2020, bringing together senior leaders

from across Canada, with the support of Peel Children's Aid Foundation, to discuss the

intersection of child welfare and immigration.

Updated the Immigration Status Matters Guide for child welfare practitioners

Began developing a series of training modules, which launched in Fall 2020.
